IN THE CONDITIONS OF MODERN TRENDS AND CHALLENGES

The purpose of the article is to investigate the current trends in the development of the tourism industry in
Ukraine, in particular in the context of military tourism, and to analyze the mechanisms of state management
that contribute to the adaptation of the tourism infrastructure to new challenges. The article aims to determine
the roles played by government policies and investments in the development of tourism products, as well as
to study the impact of military tourism on the economy of regions that have experienced military actions.

The results.A study of current trends in the development of military tourism in Ukraine revealed several
key findings that highlight both the potential and challenges the industry faces. It was confirmed that military
tourism has significant potential for development in Ukraine, particularly in regions affected by armed
conflicts. This direction can contribute to economic growth, attracting foreign tourists and forming a positive
image of the country.

The analysis showed that the existing system of state management in the field of tourism needs improvement.
Insufficient coordination between state bodies, the private sector and local communities makes it difficult to
effectively implement military tourism development strategies.

The study also found a lack of infrastructure that meets the requirements of military tourism. Many regions
need modernization of transport infrastructure, hotel service and information resources for tourists.

1t was determined that security issues remain one of the main factors affecting the development of military tourism.
Respondents emphasized the need to implement security measures for tourists, especially in post-conflict areas.

The results of the study gave rise to the development of recommendations for the improvement of state
policy in the field of tourism, including the activation of investments, the creation of new tourist routes,
the introduction of security technologies and the improvement of personnel qualifications.
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Thus, the results of the study indicate the need for a comprehensive approach to the development of military
tourism in Ukraine, which includes all aspects — from public administration to social consciousness.

The scientific novelty of this study consists in the systematic analysis and integration of military tourism
in the context of modern trends in the development of the tourism industry in Ukraine, which was not
previously the subject of a detailed study. For the first time in the Ukrainian scientific literature: an assessment
of the potential of military tourism as a tool for economic growth and social development in Ukraine, including
its impact on local communities, infrastructure and the countrys international image, was carried out.
Recommendations are offered for improving the mechanisms of state management in the field of tourism, in
particular with an emphasis on military tourism, which emphasizes its relevance in the modern context. The
possibilities of using the latest technologies (for example, virtual reality and augmented reality) to increase
the attractiveness of military tourism, which is a new approach in Ukrainian practice, have been identified.

Thus, the work contributes to the development of theoretical and practical aspects of military tourism in
Ukraine, opening new horizons for further research and practical implementation in this field.

The practical significance of this study lies in its contribution to the development of the tourism industry
of Ukraine, in particular military tourism, by formulating specific recommendations and strategies that can
be used at various levels of management and in the private sector. Main aspects of practical significance:
the study provides specific proposals for government agencies dealing with tourism to improve military tourism
development policy. This includes recommendations for coordination between different agencies and involvement
of local communities. The results of the work can be used by local tourism companies and entrepreneurs to create
new tourism products and services that take into account the interests of both domestic and foreign tourists.
Innovative methods proposed in the study, such as the use of virtual and augmented reality technologies, can
be implemented in practice to improve the quality of tourist services and attract new customers. The results
of the study contribute to increasing awareness of the importance of military tourism among the population,
which can stimulate interest in history and cultural heritage, as well as improve the image of Ukraine on
the international arena. Military tourism can contribute to the social integration of veterans and local residents
into tourism processes, which is an important aspect for the recovery of conflict-affected regions. The practical
significance of the work also lies in the fact that it opens up new opportunities for further scientific research in
the field of military tourism and its impact on the economic and social development of regions.

Thus, this research is an important tool for the implementation of an effective state policy in the field
of tourism and the development of military tourism in Ukraine, which, in turn, can positively affect the economic
state of the country and its international image.
